Grade One Tap Examination

Standard combinations are to include use of arms, ability to count and explain. Note music is
now required.

The three set combinations for B.C. Branch are as follows-
2,3and 6
Teacher selects two more combinations from remaining list
Five combinations total
Grade Two Tap Examination
The four set combinations for B.C. branch are as follows-
2,56, &9
Teacher selects three more from combinations from remaining list.
Seven combinations total.
Grade Three Tap Examination
The four set combinations for B.C. branch are as follows-
2,3,4,&5
Teachers select tree more combinations from remaining list.
Seven Combinations total.
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
